Poznamo njene preproge letnih &asov, ki nas
zmeraj znova presenetijo. Saj so take, zlasti v svojih odtenkih, kot
da jih vidimo prvi¢. Nebo véasih odloé¢no poseze v barve, ki lezijo
kot preproge na zemlji. Vmesa se na obzorjih, kjer staplja tisto, kar
ie na tleh, s tistim, kar ugada ali se priziga na nebu.

Barve zemlje so v sadovih zemlje, v drevju, v stvareh zemeljskih in
tudi v tistih stvareh, ki smo jih na njej postavili mi. Ker sprejemajo
vse menjave vseh &asov vse stvari in redi vsaka na svoj nadin, ker
zazarijo zdaj v taki zdaj drugaéni barvi, ohranjajo v sebi zapise
vseh barv, v katerih kdaj pa kdaj ob dolo&enih ¢asih nenadoma
zablestijo ali potemnijo. To delajo, dokler ne razpadejo, dokler ne
zgubijo svojega imena. Kje je Ze tisto jabolko, ki ga je slikal
Cézanne?

Sergej Kapus slika nosilca bary, ki je lahko humanoiden lik, lahko
je pa tudi svet kot humanoiden lik. Svet, pobarvan z barvami letnih

¢asov, v katerega se zadirajo okorne p$ice neba. Humanoiden lik,
pobarvan z barvami svojih razpolozenj. Ali pa obsijan z barvami,
skoz katere je 3el, gre zdajle ali pa bo 3ele el skoznje. In ker svoj
lik, obliko, katero si je sam izmislil, Sergej Kapus gleda zelo
natanéno skoz batve, ki ga zaznamuiejo, je slikar nanesel barve
med strogo zamejene ravne &rte. Crte se gibliejo. A niso samo &rte,
ampak so jajéaste oblike in take, kot da bi imele érte noge ali bi
delale glave. Med dvema ravnima ali okroglastnima &rtama /
Okroglaste zmeraj nekam valovijo, hitijo in vleéejo tiste ravne za
sabo./ so barve. Vasih se zlivajo ena v drugo in se dopolnjujejo,
v€asih si nasprotujejo in prinada vsak prostor med dvema &rtama
novo, drugaéno, razliéno barvo. Crte in tisto, kar zamejujejo, so
nekaj takega, kakr§nega v naravi ne najdemo. Saj v naravi ni
ravnih ¢&rt. Saj si je ravne &rte izmislil Elovek, ki je tudi sebe obdal z
geometriénimi liki. Slikar dela zavestno tako, kot dela. Ne oponasa
sveta, ampak pripoveduije, kako avtor gleda svet, menjave letnih,
dnevnih, &loveskih in osebnih ¢asov. |z svojih spoznanj dela like,
oblike in barve. Pripoveduje o njih iz sebe samega. V gluho
zunanjost.

Lines that won't stand still

The sky just keeps on changing colour, from hour to hour. Or even
faster. The Earth is slower. We are familiar with her carpets of the
seasons, which always surprise us anew. For they appear,
particularly in their variety of shades, as if we are seeing them for
the first time. At times the sky makes determined inroads into the
colours lying like carpets over the Earth. It fuses on the horizons,
where the ground melts into whatever is being extinguished or
ignited in the sky.

The colours of the Earth are in the fruits of the Earth, in the trees, in
terrestrial things and also in those things we have placed on it.
Since all things each in their own way accept all the changes of all
times, since they flare now in such different colour, they preserve in
themselves the records of all colours, in which from time to time at
given moments they suddenly shine or go dark. They do this until
they fall apart, until they lose their name. Where is the apple
painted by Cézanne? And even Cézanne's apple is no real apple,
but the apple of all apples, which Cézanne saw and watched.
Sergej Kapus paints the guardian of colours, which can be a
humanoid figure, or it can also be the world as a humanoid figure.
The world, painted in the colours of the seasons, into which the

clumsy arrows of the sky are raging. A humanoid figure, painted in
the colours of its disposition. Or illuminated with colours through
which it has gone, is going now or will only later go through. And
since Serge| Kapus watches his figure, the form which he himself
thought up, very carefully through the colours which identify it, the
painter has placed the colours between strictly limited straight lines.
The lines move. Yet they are not just lines, but ovoid forms and
such that the lines seem to have legs or make heads. Between two
straight or circular lines / the circular ones are always rolling in
waves somewhere, they are hurrying and dragging the straight
ones along / are the colours. Sometimes they flow one into the
other and complement each other, at other times they contrast, and
every space between the two lines brings a new, different, colour.
The lines and what they border are something that we do not find
in nature. For in nature there are no straight lines. Straight lines
were invented by man, who also surrounded himself with
geometric figures. The painter is consciously making out that he is
working. He does not imitate the world, but narrates, just as an
author looks at the world, the changes of seasons, of daily, human
and personal time. From his awareness he makes figures, forms
and colours. He tells us about them from within himself. Into the
deaf exterior.
